ARG Topic

1 “My school holidays” — Share with the class your highlights of the school holidays. What was
your favourite activity or place you might have visited?

2 “I'm a millionaire!” — Share with the class what you would do if you had one million dollars!

3 “When I'm grown up” — Share with the class what you would like to do or be when you're grown
up.

4 “Teacher for the day” — Share with the class what you would do if you were the class teacher for
the day.

5 “I’'m an author!” — If you wrote a book, what would it be about? It could be fiction or non-fiction.

6 “My favourite game” — Share with the class about your favourite board or card game you like to
play with your family. Maybe you could even bring it to school to show it to the class!

7 “My super power!” — If you had a super power, what would it be? For example, you might like to
have the power of super strength, flying, invisibility, super speed or teleportation.
“My favourite celebration” - Share with the class all about your favourite celebration you look

8 forward to each year. It could be your birthday, a special commemoration, a cultural or religious
celebration. Talk about how you like to celebrate this event.

9 “Food, glorious food!” - Share with the class what your favourite food is to eat at home and
what your favourite food is to eat out at a restaurant or have for takeaway.
